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Abstract. This study is relevant because socio-psychological well-being of children is rarely researched due to the difficulty in identifying its indi-
cators, which vary at different stages of primary socialization. A partial solution to this problem is feasible if the concept of “socio-psychological
well-being" is developed and its operationalization and psychometric verification of the model on a specific age sample are conducted. The
aim of this study is to carry out a psychometric verification of the structure of socio-psychological well-being. Hypothesis: There is a correlation
between the indicators of the three components of socio-psychological well-being of a personality (SPWBP).
